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Membership Has Its Privileges 

Some experts call this the Era of Subscriptions.  You can go online any time and find a club, sub-

scription, or membership for just about anything.  How many people do you know, or have you 

joined a gym with the intent of getting fit, only to find out that you just don’t have time to go?  

Yes, these days there are a lot of ways to throw money away.    There are hundreds of people out 

there who will take your monthly subscription fee and send you a surprise box!  Doesn’t that 

sound fun?  A whole box full of stuff that you didn’t want, or need, and all for one low monthly 

fee.   You can join “Salad in a Jar”, and each day a messenger will arrive at your home and refill 

your salad jar from the messenger bag with the flavor of the day.   There is a company called 

Washboard who, for just $15 per month will deliver you $10.00 in quarters so that you can do 

your laundry!  What a great deal!!  And then you have the real overachievers who will sell you 

something so that you have the opportunity to buy something.  They do this with parking garages 

and ballparks.  You pay your monthly fee, and then when you want to go to a game, or park in a 

lot, you are allowed to pay to go.    Tesla will sell you car for $45K - $150K and then give you the 

option to pay $45.00 a year for MyQ so that if you also have a MyQ garage door, your car will 

open your garage for you when you pull up.  In 2022, BMW would sell you a car for $52k to $160K 

and then turn around and charge $18 / month for the ability to turn on the heated seats!!!  An 

option on the car that was already paid for!!   It has gotten so bad, that Rocket Money will sell you 

a subscription to their service which helps you track your subscriptions.  If that’s not madness, I 

don’t know what is.   

Here's my point….  For $25 per year ( that’s about $2.08 per month) your JMC Rider membership 

gets you fun-filled rides and events, tons of happy friends, and a network of people who can help 

you through almost anything…even if the salad that you get delivered is one that you don’t like.  

So when your membership comes do…just do it! 
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Rider education is more than just learning tips and 
techniques in a classroom and then practicing them 
on a closed course.  It is taking what you have 
learned in the classroom and applying it to your day-
to-day riding; making your daily rides a place to 
practice and polish the skills you need everyday to 
survive the asphalt jungle.  Riding with this in mind, 
you will notice what works well for you and what 
needs additional development or a different solu-
tion.  At work we call this Continuous Improvement, 
and it is a necessary task required of every employ-
ee.  I call it Riding to Live, and it is a necessary task 
required of every motorist to stay above ground. 

One of the skills that gets a lot of attention in rider 
courses is braking.  From the dictionary, we get the 
definition: 

braking (noun) 

 "The action of making a moving vehicle slow 
down or stop by using a brake." (“Solved 1. 
(Definition braking: the action of making a moving - 
Chegg”) 

This of course should not be confused with 
“breaking” which is defined as any action of sepa-
rating, damaging, or interrupting something.  In fact, 
there seems to be a correlation between the two 
words.  If you are not good at “braking” you may 
find that you will become experienced in “breaking”. 

In the several and various rider courses I have com-
pleted, braking has always been a focus.  For stand-
ard arrangement controls (hand brake on the right, 
generally controlling the front brakes, and foot 
brake on the right, generally controlling the rear 
brake) the best stops are performed using both con-
trols in proper measure.  How much of each control 
you use can depend on the speed you are traveling, 
the available traction (which depends on the weath-
er and the condition of the road surface), and the 
condition of your equipment (motorcycle).  The rid-
er courses always stress the proper technique for 
braking, especially with the hand brake control.  The 
beginner technique is to always use all four fingers 
to squeeze the brake lever.  This is for several rea-
sons: 

Maximum grip strength requires all four fingers 
(and this is REALLY important if you find 
yourself stopped on the side of the road in a 
windstorm in Nebraska) 

Having maximum strength available allows the 
operator to better modulate the brake for 

smoother and shorter stops 

All four fingers on the brake lever mean no fin-
gers are stuck between the lever and the 
bar grip, which could prevent maximum lev-
er throw and thus maximum braking force 
being applied resulting in longer stopping 
distances 

All four fingers on the brake lever also mean no 
fingers wrapped around the throttle, which 
will remove the ability of the engine to work 
against the brakes 

There are also times when less than four fingers can 
be a benefit.  The last few months I have been pur-
posefully trying different numbers of fingers to learn 
where this works better for me.  I have found that 
with two fingers: 

I can cover the brake during most riding scenari-
os which allows good throttle control yet 
almost instant response to a perceived 
threat 

Rev matching while down shifting, especially 
just before entering a turn 

Faster and smoother transitions between brak-
ing and acceleration when riding becomes 
“spirited” 

Smoother parking lot maneuvers when more 
than just the foot brake is needed 

Braking is a skill that you never need to use – if you 
never start your motorcycle.  Any other time, it may 
be the most important skill to learn.  Good braking 
technique is what separates a good rider from, well, 
breaking and becoming broken.  Every ride ends in a 
stop.  Please practice this skill, stay safe, and stay 
together.

The route to the restaurant was beautiful, with rolling hills, ridge tops where you could see for 

miles, curves, fields of corn and barns full of drying tobacco.
